· Pledge of Allegiance

· The Role of the Historic Sites Commission: we reviewed Chapter 83 of Town Code

· The Civic Center Roof is in need of repair again, with individual slates falling into the parking lot.  Facility Manger Michael Levine will be asking our advice on 2 possible remedies.

· Veterans’ Honor Roll in front of the library is in need of repairs.  Should it be moved to the Electrazone field, where Memorial Day Services take place?  Replacement sign should be more durable, such as a plastic or metal or laminated material.  Need to get 3 quotes/bids. Can shop on line (Seton).

Updated Veterans Honor Roll should include current Vets, (Gulf War, Iraqi War, etc.  Should we consider using bricks?  It would be nice to have lighting & benches.

· Barn on the proposed Strazza Subdivision: everyone has had an opportunity to field check.  Read letter dated July 27, 2003 from Ann Fanizzi, Chair of Putnam County Coalition to Preserve Open Space, re: the destruction of barns on developable land, namely on the Terravest International Corporate Park property and on the proposed 10-lot subdivision on Doanesburg Road. Overall, it was agreed that the barn & other buildings on the proposed Strazza 10- Lot Subdivision are neither historically nor architecturally significant.  Could possibly be an attractive nuisance.  However, consensus was not to demolish it until necessary, as purchaser of that lot might want to restore or reconstruct. Can the new roadway be named Rocky Dell Farm Lane?  Kathleen to draft a letter to the Town.  We’d like to have all demolition permit requests for structures >100 years old referred to referred to Historic Sites Commission prior to issuance. Michele to check with Westchester towns for ideas
