SOUTHEAST HISTORIC SITES COMMISSION

MAY 3, 2006

Chair, Kathleen Abels, called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m. to consider a request for a Certificate of Appropriateness by Robert Diotte and Renee Fisher, owners of property located at 483 Milltown Road, known as the “Gage House”, and located within the Milltown Historic District of the Town of Southeast.  

Mr. Diotte presented current and historic images of the structure and detailed plans for the proposed renovations to the original structure, the large addition and the small addition to the house.  All plans have been submitted to the Town of Southeast Building Department.  Mr. Diotte explained in great detail the plans for renovation of the structure and stressed that whenever possible he intends to reuse existing materials, relocate windows to original locations and maintain the roof line.  New mechanicals will be installed and interior spaces will be reconfigured. New windows will be added to create symmetry to the exterior which appears unbalanced due to the various additions that were added on over the years by previous owners.  The addition of a new dormer to the rear of the house will maintain the roof line and should have no visual impact on the house from Milltown Road.

Board members asked a variety of questions concerning Mr. Diotte’s plans for both interior and exterior improvements and were impressed by the applicant’s research on the history of the house and its architectural evolution.  The applicant expressed his intention to retain historical elements while renovating the structure to meet energy and building codes and the needs of his family.
Upon unanimous vote of the Commission, a Certificate of Appropriateness was granted.  The attached Certificate outlines the improvements to be undertaken.  Commission members agreed that no adverse impact to the Town’s historic heritage would occur from the proposed renovations.
