(16)
Political posters, banners, promotional devices and similar signs, not exceeding four square feet in the residential districts nor 16 square feet in the business districts, provided that: 

(a)
Such shall not be placed more than 21 days prior to the primary, general or special election or referendum  or other event or proposition being advertised and shall be removed not more than five (5) days after such event.  

(b)
The names and addresses of the sponsor, or organization, responsible for removal are identified.  

(c)
No political posters, banners, promotional devices, or similar signs shall be placed within the public right-of-way.  

(d)
No political posters, banners, promotional devices, or similar signs shall be placed within 100 feet of a political poster, banner, promotional device or similar sign advertising the same candidate or proposition.

(d)
Persons or organizations wishing to display any political posters, banners, promotional devices or similar signs must first file with the Town Clerk a statement of proposed locations for such posters, banners, and promotional devices indicating the date(s) that such signs shall be in place and the name and phone number of the person or organization responsible for their removal immediately following the event being advertised. If it shall be found, upon inspection by any town official, that such removal has not, in fact, been completed at every location, the responsible person, firm or corporation, as the case may be, shall be liable for a fine of not more than $250.
